The renovation of golf course holes #1, #6 and #9 continues to 
go extremely well. Our golf course contractor Jim Glase and 
his crews, along with Architect Gordon Lewis, have made 
wonderful enhancements to our golf course. The installation 
of pavers for our cart paths by the tee areas, along with the 
final grasses being put in place, are currently taking place. Our 
maintenance staff has completed the new irrigation system 
on these three (3) holes as well, but there is still more 
finishing detail work to take place. New calusia bushes will be 
planted along the west side of both holes #1 and #9 over the 
next few months. At this time, our ground conditions are not

Our water tables are currently very low and the 
ground temperatures are very high. Also of concern is the 
temperature of the water in the gulf which is currently around 
85 degrees.

For those of you planning to head north for the summer 
months we strongly encourage you to have a home watch 
service monitor your home for you while you are away. But 
before you leave please make sure your air conditioning 
system has been serviced and properly functioning. Also, 
please bring all lanai or patio furniture inside and we too 
suggest that you unplug all of your appliances, including your 
refrigerator. If electricity is out for any length of time, all 
foods inside go bad and it creates a health issue for our 
community. It was a concern for many after Hurricane Irma 
went through our community/area in 2017 and power was out 
for several days. Please feel free to contact us at any time if 
you have any questions securing your home for the summer.

Reminder regarding your free 

standing flag pole: 
 

If you have a free standing flag pole and in the event 

a United States flag is being flown after dark, it must 

be illuminated from the 

ground by one or two flood or spot lights. Light 

fixtures can be mounted from the 

dwelling provided it has no light spillage or shines 

onto a neighbors dwelling nor causes 

a glare to vehicles passing by. Total illumination 

power is limited to the illumination 

provided by a one hundred (100) watt incandescent 

flood light. The governing light 

fixture output is the total illumination, not wattage. 

Ground mounted light fixtures shall 

not have a height exceeding twelve inches (12õõ) 

above the ground.
